Chicago – The Gas Technology Institute and the U.S. Department of Energy will host the signing of an agreement that adds the S. Neaman Institute – Israel Energy Forum to the Global Energy Network (GEN) for Community Sustainability. 
The addition of Israel to the six nation network is significant because it allows for immediate bi-national collaboration between the United States and Israel to develop resources for sustainable energy development.
The newly formed GEN is an emerging affiliation of national organizations that will collaborate on energy efficiency initiatives that contribute to the economic, social and environmental health of communities around the world. 

These will include initiatives that accelerate the integration of cleaner and more efficient energy technologies in the development and operation of residential buildings and municipal, industrial, commercial and transportation infrastructure and facilities. GEN affiliates will also pursue initiatives that promote community-wide energy efficiency through comprehensive community design and development projects that support long-term sustainable growth. 

Currently, GEN consists of six national affiliate organizations in the early stages of development. These include affiliates in Argentina, China, Germany, Israel, Japan and the United States. Discussions are also taking place with prospective sponsors for affiliates in Australia, Canada, India, the Netherlands, Pakistan and Thailand. The initial coordination of the Network’s collaborative research, development and deployment agenda will be provided by the U.S. Global Energy Center.
